Ultrawide-field OCT for Acute Retinal Necrosis
A 58-year-old woman complained of blurred vision. Ultrawide-field image with Silverstone (Optos Inc) of the right eye at the first visit

revealed multiple whitish-yellow patchy lesions, exhibiting moderate vitritis and vasculitis (A). Acute retinal necrosis was clinically
diagnosed. Subsequently, real-time polymerase chain reaction detected varicella zoster virus (9.3 � 106 copies/ml). Ultrawide-field OCT
around far periphery of the retina (green line) detected subretinal fluid even in early foci of retinitis (B). Retinal necrosis gradually pro-
gressed despite intensive antiviral therapy and systemic steroids (C), resulting in focal retinal detachment (D). (Magnified version of Figure
A-D is available online at www.ophthalmologyretina.org).
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
